Expressive arts and design

Mathematics


Play number games and puzzles and singing number songs.


Learn to say our number names in order, count up to 10 objects and beyond. 


Use positional language to say where we are where we are going.

Ordering objects by height and weight, using words such as taller, shorter, heavier and lighter.
