Moving to a new class can be an exciting, yet anxious time for both parents and children. The purpose of this booklet is to share with you our expectations and routines so that we can work together to make the transition a happy one!

Daily Routine

[image: image3.wmf]At  8.50am  children are welcomed into the classroom. The children are encouraged to come up to the classroom themselves or with a parent using the one way system.
· Place lunch boxes in the box

· Hang up bags and coat on their peg.

During the morning the children will be engaged in various literacy and numeracy activities.

The Curriculum

We will send a letter home with your child each half term. This will explain in more detail what we will be learning in class. There will be regular updates on what your child is learning in English and Maths and practical ways to support it.
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Children in Year 2 will begin to join their handwriting using a cursive style. They will continue to learn Year 1 and 2 common exception words and various spelling rules. Weekly spellings to learn will go out every Friday and will be tested the following week.

In English,  children will be writing in a range of genres based around a class text.  There will be a focus on using and applying grammar and spelling strategies to write their own version of a text in complete sentences.
[image: image5.wmf]In Maths, children will develop their mastery skills of place value within numbers to 100.  Children will learn to use and investigate a range of mathematical skills in a problem solving context.

PE

Please ensure your child has a PE Kit with them every day at school including jogging bottoms and/or navy shorts, a white T Shirt and plimsoles or trainers.
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The Year 2 children are given the opportunity to change their reading books at the beginning of the day.   Sometimes a book may be too long to read in one night, so do feel free to keep the book for a few days if you need to.  If this is the case, please continue to write in your child’s contact book regularly and send it into school. Children will be developing their fluency skills up to 90 words per minute and their comprehension skills through whole school class Guided Reading. 

Carousel

On Wednesday morning , the children will be involved in different activities, including Art, Forest School, Music and Computing.

Forest School

The children have an opportunity to go to ‘Forest School’. We provide waterproof clothing and wellies as we like to encourage children to fully explore the outdoor environment.
Quest

In Year 2 your child will be continuing with the ‘quest’ afternoons that have proved so successful in Year 1 and we will continue to have ‘hook days’ to inspire  the children.
And finally....

· Library time – This will be once a week. Children can borrow a book to bring home and share with you. Remember to fill in a Library Book form.

· School Council – Children in KS1  have  proper elections and choose two representatives (one boy and one girl) from their class to serve on the School Council Committee.  It is a very important job and the children take it seriously. They have to report back to their classes and bring issues from the classes forward to the School Council for discussion, debate and action. 

· Design Technology - As well as the free fruit from the government, we ask for a termly contribution of £3 from each child. This goes towards the cost of  cooking ingredients in Food Technology.

· Adult support – Adult helpers are always welcome in school to help with various activities. This gives adults the opportunity to contribute and find out more about the school. Chat to your class teacher if you are interested. Every helper must obtain a DBS (Disclosure & Barring Certificate) - (forms available from the office for completion).
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School Dinners – If your child wants to stay to lunch he/she can have either a packed lunch (supplied by you) – no nuts or sweets please, as we have children with severe nut allergies in school -or a free school meal.  It is possible to have a mixture of packed lunches and school meals in the same week.  You will be provided with a menu for school meals in advance. Please make sure your child knows what is on the menu and informs the class teacher at registration the type of meal required (ie normal, vegetarian (Mon-Fri) or jacket potato (Mon-Thurs). The children are supervised by a team of meal time assistants. 
· Birthdays - Birthdays are special days for everyone and in all our classes teachers and children celebrate everyone’s birthday.  As a healthy school we would ask for your support in not sending in cakes, sweets or chocolates.

· Medication - Parents should note that the school can only administer prescribed medicine provided the necessary forms are signed by the parent regarding the dosage etc. Ladysmith Infant & Nursery School will not administer pain-relief medicine such as Calpol.  

· Noticeboards/Newsletters – Remember to read your newsletters on ParentMail and check the noticeboard for important dates and events regularly. If you are not registered on ParentMail please see the office to arrange this.

· Trips - As part of the School Curriculum children will be required to leave the school premises with their teachers at short notice in order to extend their learning. A general permission form must be signed by parent/carers giving consent for such local fieldwork.

· Water – It is essential that children stay hydrated throughout the day. Please provide a named plastic water bottle to be kept in the classroom.  Children will bring it home each evening to wash and refill (no juice please).
· Home Learning – We will send home maths skills based on the skills they have been learning that week in school.
· If you need to know any more information, or have concerns or worries, please come and speak to us.   We are always available on the door in the mornings for a quick chat.  If you feel that you need longer, then please make an appointment with us after school.
