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How is the nasal spray flu vaccine given? 
The vaccine is given as a single spray squirted up each nostril. Not only is it needle-free – a big advantage for 
children – the nasal spray is quick, painless, and works even better than the injected flu vaccine. 
The vaccine is absorbed very quickly. It will still work even if, after the vaccination, your child develops a runny 
nose, sneezes or blows their nose.
