Children will need to bring into school a £1 donation as a contribution to-
wards the food that will be bought by the staff, taking into consideration
any allergies.

The children will have their own plate/bag of food that will not be shared
with anyone else and they will be sitting with children from their class.
We would like the children to wear their party clothes to school on that
day (Year 1 will be dressing for a banquet).

When to get a Covid Test

If you are unsure about whether to get a test:

1.  only the person with symptoms should get a test. You do not need to get a test for anyone
else in the household unless they also have any of the 3 main symptoms. All members of
the household need to self-isolate whilst waiting for the test result.

2. if the person with symptoms’ test comes back positive, other members of their
household should continue self-isolating for 14 days and only get a test if they develop
coronavirus symptoms

3. if a pupil or student in a class or bubble tests positive for coronavirus, anyone who is
advised to self-isolate does not require a test unless they subsequently develop
symptoms.

No one else in the same class or bubble as the symptomatic person needs to take any action

unless advised by the school or college. Schools and colleges have detailed guidance and access

to a Department for Education and Public Health England helpline for advice and support.

Contacts of a person who has tested positive must follow the guidance carefully and in full,
which means they must stay at home for 14 days. This is because it can take several days
following contact with an infected person before an individual develops symptoms or the virus
can be detected. Students should only book a test if they get symptoms.
